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Abstract

The objective of this research was to analyse Chong culture and indigenous agricultural
way as well as alternative agricultural development approach based on the Chong culture in Khao
khitchakut area, Chanthaburi province. The research used a qualitative method through documentary
research and in-depth interview. The documentary research included primary and secondary document
while the interview used key informants as a Chong community leader and farmers from Ta Kien
Tong sub-district. The findings showed that there were two periods of agricultural production in
Khao Khitchakut area which were traditional agriculture and modern agriculture. In the traditional
periods, Khao Khitchakut Chong community aimed at subsistence production that affected by
many factors as follows; social capital such as manpower system, environmental capital such as
food gathering in the forest, cultural capital such as animism, symbolic capital such as rituals
concerning animism, Chong habits such as living in group, and the monastic power network and
the relative system. In case of modern agriculture, the finding showed that the Chong community
aimed at cash crop production that affected by some cultural factors as follows; dependent economic
capital such as involving with external market, residual social capital such as rice farming in
Tambon Ta Kien Thong sub-district, and the expression of the power network into bureaucratic
system such as local government. Alternative agriculture development of Chong community
resulted from the impacts of modern culture and agriculture such as debt problem, marginalization,
habit changes, obstruction of people and destruction to environmental capital, degeneration of
symbolic capital, and destruction of cultural capital. Therefore, Chong community has to change
from the capitalist agriculture into the agriculture development on Chong culture integrated with

sufficiency economy revive Chong traditional agriculture based on sufficiency economy, revive



Chong’s herbs, manage community tourism, conserve Chong language as a second language, and

disseminate Chong culture.
