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Abstract

The purposes of this study were: 1) to examine the factors influencing the decisions of
parents to enroll their children in Rama 9 Kanchanapisek School, 2) to classify parents’ decisions
according to the following factors: personal characteristics, opinions and perceptions of the parents,
and readiness of the school. The participants included 302 parents of primary school students in
the 2016 academic year. A 60-item rating scale questionnaire with a reliability of .893 was used
for data collection. The data were analyzed by: percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and
f- test.

The results were as follow: 1) The majority of respondents based their decision to enroll
their children in Rama 9 Kachanapisek School on both their opinion and perception, as well as the
readiness of the school, which were at a high level across all aspects, 2) The decision to enroll
children at this school, when classified by gender, age, occupation, current address, and
household income revealed no statistically significant difference. The decision to enroll children
at this school, when classified by level of parents’ education and quality of the relationship
between parents and children, was statistically significantly different at the .05 level. The factor
of opinion and perception in the decision to enroll children at this school, when classified by
activities, faith and values, revealed no statistically significant difference. The factor of readiness
of the school in the decision to enroll children in this school showed no statistically significant

difference across all aspects.
