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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to: 1) study the administrators’ competency in
schools under Rayong, Chanthaburi and Trat Provincial Office of the Non-formal and Informal
Education, 2) study the quality of education in thse schools, 3) study the relationship between
administrators’ competency and the quality of education in thse schools, and 4) create a predictive
equations for the administrators’ competency affecting of the quality of education in thse schools.
The sample used in this research was a gronp of 186 teachers and staff under Rayong,
Chanthaburi and Trat Provincial Offices of the Non-formal and Informal Education. The research
tools were an educational institution administrator competency questionnaire and an educational
quality questionnaire. They were 5-level estimation scale questionnaires with confidence values of
.86 and .83, respectively. The data were analyzed by: descriptive statistics, Pearson’s correlation
coefficient and simple regression analysis

The major fact finding were as follows: 1) the administrators’ competency was at
the highest level (X= 432, S.D.= .44), 2) the quality of education in these schools was at the
high level (X= 4.30, S.D.= .41), 3) administrators’ competency and the quality of education in
schools (r,, = .58) were positively correlated at a moderate level with statistically significance at
the .01 level, and 4) it was possible to create a forecasting equation for the conpetency of school

administrators affecting the quality of education. with 33 percent accuracy with statistical



significance at the .01 level, in the form of raw scores: Y = 1.86%* + .56**X and the forecasting

equation in the form of standard scores: Zy = 58**Z..
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
