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Abstract

The main purposes of this research were to study and compare the morality hinged on
the four Brahmavihara principles, or cardinal virtues, performed by basic school administrators as
perceived by classroom teachers who worked under the Office of Chanthaburi Educational Service
Area II. The independent variables were classified by educational background, work experience
and school size. The research sample consisted of 363 classroom teachers under the Office of
Chanthaburi Educational Service Area II. The research instrument was a five rating scale
questionnaire with its reliability at 0.99. The data were analyzed using percentage, mean, standard
deviation, t-test and One-way ANOVA.

The major results were revealed. 1) The morality as a whole and individual aspects,
performed by the basic school administrators as perceived by the classroom teachers under the
office of Chanthaburi Educational Service Area I, was shown at the high level. 2) The comparison
of the moral virtues as a whole and individual aspects, performed by the basic school administrators
classified by educational background and work experience perceived by the classroom teachers
under the office of Chanthaburi Educational Service Area I, did not show significant difference.
3) The comparison of moral virtues as a whole and individual aspects, performed by the basic
school administrators classified by school sizes perceived by teachers under the office of Chanthaburi

Educational Service Area 11, did not show significant difference.
