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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to: 1) study school administrations using system theory
in schools under Chanthaburi Primary Educational Service Area Office 1, 2) study the operations of the
student care system in these schools, and 3) study the relationship between the school administrations using
system theory and the operations of the student care system in these schools. This research was quantitative.
The sample was a group of 302 teachers under Chanthaburi Primary Educational Service Area Office 1
in the academic year 2022. The sample size was determined using Krejcie & Morgan’s table
and proportional stratified random sampling regarding schools’ districts. The research instrument used
was a five-rating scale questionnaire. The reliability of the portion regarding the school administration using
system theory was at 0.93, and the reliability of the portion regarding the school care system was at 0.97.
The statistics used to analyze data were: mean, standard deviation and Pearson’s correlation coefficient.

The results were as follows: 1) the schools administered by using system theory were
at the highest level of all 4 aspects, including feedback, output, process, and input factors; 2) the
operations of the student care system were at the highest level of all 5 aspects, including prevention and
problem-solving, promoting student development, student screening, understanding Students on an
individual basis, and referral; and 3) the relationship between the school administrations using system
theory and the operations of the student care system overall were positively correlated at the highest level
with statistical significance at the .05 level.
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
