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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to: 1) study the participatory management in dual
vocational education for colleges in Chaiyaphum Province, 2) compare the participatory
management in these colleges, and 3) present guidelines for improving the participatory
management in these colleges. This study used the mixed methods. For the quantitative portion, the
sample was a group of 331 college administrators, teachers and educational personnel in the
colleges. The research instrument was a 5-level rating scale questionnaire which had a confidence
value of 0.987. The statistics used in the data analysis were: percentage, mean, standard deviation,
Pearson’s correlation coefficient, Cronbach's Alpha Coefficient, T-test, and one-way analysis of
variance. The qualitative portion consisted of in-depth interviews with 10 college administrators,
teachers, educational personnel, parents, secondary and higher education students, and business
owners in these colleges and focus group discussions with an additional 5 stakeholders by a specific
method of selection. The data were analyzed by: content analysis, triangulation data validation
method and presented in descriptive form.

The results of the research were as follows: 1) the participatory management in dual vocational
education for the colleges in Chaiyaphum Province overall and in each aspect was at the highest
level (X =4.50, S.D. = 0.32), 2) the comparison of the participatory management in dual vocational
education for the colleges when classified by: sex, educational qualification, operational
experience, and college size overall and in each aspect were significantly different at .05, and 3)
the guidelines for improving the participatory management in these colleges consisted of 4

approaches: (1) preparing a dual vocational education operation plan by administrators, teachers,



educational personnel, parents, secondary and higher education students, and business owners to
participate from the student admission process until their graduation, (2) creating a memorandum
of understanding (MOU) to comply with the law of vocational education between parents,
secondary and higher education students, and business owners, (3) managing for all parties to
benefit mutually, and (4) managing the integration of 4 departments to facilitate a better working

relationship.
