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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to investigate and compare the teachers’ participation
in academic administration under Trat Primary Educational Service Area Office. The teachers were
classified by educational background, working experience and school size. The sample consisted of
268 teachers under Trat Primary Educational Service Area Office. The instrument was a five rating
scale questionnaire. The data were analyzed by percentage, mean, standard deviation, t - test and
one-way ANOVA.

The research findings were : 1) The level of teachers’ participation in academic administration
under Trat Primary Educational Service Area Office was at a high level. 2) The teachers who
were different educational background and working experience had no different participation in
the academic administration. 3) The teachers who worked in the different sizes of the schools had

different participation significance at .05.
